Sebastian’s School Garden        
The St. Sebastian School and Community Garden is having another 
great growing season! This spring, the big project in the garden 
was to add ten more raised beds in the garden. This was done for 
maintenance, appearance, and ease of gardening with the school 
students. Once the raised beds were built by parent volunteers, they 
were filled with dirt and finally the students came over for some 
gardening time! This year some of the veggies that were planted 
are beans, cucumbers, squash, eggplant, lettuce, peppers, tomatoes, 
watermelon and more. 

Mrs. Indriolo, the junior high science teacher, once again took her 
7th and 8th grade students to the garden to plan, plant and observe 
some “square foot gardening” and you can see everything from 
corn, chard, carrots, and lettuce in these beds. In the fall, these 
students will return to the garden to harvest their crops (and other 
crops planted by other classes) to donate to the Good Samaritan 
Hunger Center that resides in the back of St. Sebastian Byrider Hall. 

Another new event for the 2nd, 3rd and 6th graders was to have an 
organic salad from the school garden the last week of school and it 
was a fun and delicious experience for all!  3rd graders also planted 
a “Salsa” garden in a designated raised bed. This bed includes: tomatoes, peppers, onions, and cilantro. With any luck, 
everything will grow great and the students will enjoy some fresh homemade salsa upon their return to school. 

Crops are also being harvested this summer and are being used to cook for 
the rectory, donated to school families and parishioners and other crops are 
being preserved (for example, pickles) and will be available at the school’s 
open house August 16th. Future plans for the garden include some recycled 
garden art, a large directional sign, a butterfly garden and a shed.
